Students with no visual art credits in high school

graduated with a diploma 71% of the time.

However, high school art students had a

graduation rate of 79%. 

Students involved in visual arts for four years

averaged 3.0 GPA as compared to students with

no arts classes averaging a 2.7 GPA. 

The drop out rate for students engaged in the

visual arts for four years in high school is below
10%. These students are more likely to stay in

school than their non-artistically engaged

counterparts whose drop out rate is 29%.
